Workshop Topics 
All workshops are research based, tailored to the needs of early childhood educators or full day learning teams, refer to the ELECT (OELF) and reflect the learning through play approach.
· A Closer Look at observation, documentation and planning: The first part of this workshop will introduce a variety of ways (data collection) to collect meaningful information through hands-on activities and observations and the latter part will discuss how to use this data in your program planning. Different planning templates are suggested for the Early Learning Educators or for the Kindergarten team.
· Learning through play -planning learning centers that meet the needs and interests of children: This workshop will give concrete examples on how to meet the needs and interests of children by adding little or no cost accessories in the following centres: blocks, dramatic play, sensory art, sensory tables, literacy, numeracy and science.
